I write you 

· To express my concern that that some 30 farmers in Jayyous – including Sharif Omar
 - have recently been denied permit renewals to access their farmland west of the fence/wall and to urge the Israeli authorities to comply with their obligations under international law and promptly renew their permits, and to promptly allow access to hundreds of others inhabitants of Jayyous who have likewise been denied permits to access their land for the past three years;  

· To express my  concern that in Jayyous the fence/wall has cut off the village from two-thirds of its agricultural land, a crucial source of livelihood for the village and to urge  the Israeli authorities to promptly restore access for the farmers to their land;

· To express my concern that tens of thousands of Palestinians from many communities in the West Bank have been likewise denied access to their lands by the route of the fence/wall and to urge the Israeli authorities to comply with their obligations under international law and allow all Palestinians in the occupied West Bank access to their land in the “seam zones”.

· To express my  concern that that the 700 km fence/wall is mostly (80%) located on Palestinian land inside the occupied West Bank – in violation of international law - and not on the Green Line between the West Bank and Israel, and to reiterate Amnesty International’s call to:  

·  Stop the construction of the fence/wall inside the West Bank, including East Jerusalem, which results in unlawful restrictions on the right to free movement of Palestinians and the arbitrary destruction or seizure of their homes and property, and which undermines other rights, including the rights to adequate housing, to work, to an adequate standard of living and to respect for family life. 
· Sections of the fence/wall already constructed that violate these rights should be removed. Israel only has the right to build a barrier between Israel and the West Bank.
