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RESUME

La présente communication a été rédigée en vue de 'Examen périodique universel (EPU) de I'Inde, qui se tiendra en
novembre 2022. Amnesty International y évalue la mise en ceuvre des recommandations adressées a I'Inde lors de son
précédent EPU, notamment en ce qui concerne la ratification de la Convention des Nations unies contre la torture ; la
prévention de la discrimination et de la violence a I'égard des femmes, des filles et des membres de minorités religieuses
et de castes et tribus répertoriées ; la prévention des agressions visant les journalistes et les défenseur-e-s des droits
humains ; la prévention des violences religieuse ; et les mesures visant a éviter le recours excessif a la force par les forces
de sécurité.

L'organisation passe également en revue le cadre national de protection des droits humains, y compris plusieurs lois qui
ont été modifiées et menacent les droits a la liberté d'expression et de réunion pacifique, telles que la Loi relative a la
prévention des activités illégales, la Loi relative a la réglementation des contributions étrangeres et les Regles afférentes
aux technologies de I'information (Directives intermédiaires et Code de déontologie des médias numériques), ou imposent
des mesures discriminatoires aux personnes musulmanes ou LGBTI, comme la Loi portant modification de la loi sur la
citoyenneté et la Loi relative a la protection des droits des personnes transgenres. Elle examine aussi la performance des
commissions des droits humains au niveau fédéral et des Etats, ainsi que I'érosion croissante de leur pouvoir et de leur
indépendance.

En ce qui concerne la situation en matiere de droits humains sur le terrain, Amnesty International exprime des
préoccupations dans plusieurs domaines : liberté d'expression et de réunion, défenseur-e-s des droits humains,
discrimination fondée sur la caste, droit a la santé, droit a la vie privée, violence religieuse, privation arbitraire de
nationalité, droits des peuples autochtones et droits des femmes.

La présente communication se termine par une série de recommandations a I'intention de I'lnde qui, si elles étaient mises
en ceuvre, contribueraient a améliorer la situation des droits humains dans le pays.
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Amnesty International est un mouvement mondial réunissant plus de 10 millions
de personnes qui agissent pour que les droits fondamentaux de chaque individu
soient respectés.
La vision d’Amnesty International est celle d’un monde ou chacun-e peut se
prévaloir de tous les droits énoncés dans la déclaration universelle des droits de
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LE PRECEDENT EXAMEN ET SES SUITES

Depuis le troisieme Examen périodique universel de I'Inde, qui a eu lieu en 2017, le gouvernement n’a guere avancé
dans la mise en ceuvre des recommandations qu’il avait acceptées.

Le gouvernement a accepté les recommandations relatives a la prévention de la discrimination et de la violence a
I’égard des femmes et des filles!, des membres de minorités religieuses? ainsi que des membres de castes et tribus
répertoriées (dalits et adivasis)®. Néanmoins, les crimes motivés par la haine contre les groupes marginalisés se sont
multipliés et leurs auteurs ont bénéficié de I'impunité*. Les autorités n’ont rien fait pour que les actes de violence
contre les femmes et les filles soient convenablement enregistrés et fassent I'objet d’enquétes sérieuses.

Le gouvernement s’est engagé a diligenter des enquétes indépendantes sur toutes les affaires d’agressions contre des
journalistes®. Malgré cela, des défenseur-e-s des droits humains, y compris des journalistes, ont réguliérement fait
I'objet d’agressions et d’enquétes menées au nom de lois antiterroristes pour avoir critiqué les autorités.

Le gouvernement a accepté de renforcer son travail en matiére de prévention de la violence religieuse®. Or, il a attisé
les différends religieux pour créer des tensions au sein de la population a des fins électorales.

Le gouvernement a approuvé les recommandations l'invitant a prendre des mesures adaptées pour éviter le recours
excessif a la force par les forces de sécurité’. Les responsables de I'application des lois ont pourtant eu recours a une
force injustifiée et excessive pour restreindre des manifestations pacifiques.

Le gouvernement s’est engagé a ratifier la Convention des Nations unies contre la torture et autres peines ou
traitements cruels, inhumains ou dégradants®, et a accepter la visite de rapporteurs spéciaux et rapporteuses
spéciales®. Les cas de torture et d’autres formes de mauvais traitements sont toujours courants en garde a vue et en
détention provisoire, et aucune loi nationale n’a été votée pour que ces pratiques soient reconnues comme des
infractions.

CADRE NATIONAL DE PROTECTION DES DROITS HUMAINS

Droit et normes internationaux relatifs aux droits humains et législation nationale

L'Inde a conservé des lois et adopté des modifications de lois existantes qui ne sont pas conformes a ses obligations
au titre du droit international relatif aux droits humains. La modification apportée en 2019 a la Loi de 1955 sur la
citoyenneté est discriminatoire envers les musulman-e-s'° et contrevient au Pacte international relatif aux droits civils
et politiques et a la Convention internationale sur I'élimination de toutes les formes de discrimination raciale'®,

En 2019, I'Inde a élargi le champ d’application de la peine de mort a I'agression sexuelle sur mineur-e avec
circonstances aggravantes'?.

En raison des modifications apportées en 2019 a |a*3 Loi de 1967 relative a la prévention des activités illégales, un
individu est susceptible d’étre désigné comme « terroriste » sans que soit garantie I'équité des procédures pénales®.

La Loi de 2019 relative a la protection des droits des personnes transgenres présente une procédure administrative
selon laquelle les personnes transgenres doivent obligatoirement avoir recours a une chirurgie de réassignation
sexuelle pour bénéficier de la reconnaissance juridique de leur identité de genre.®

Les modifications apportées en 2020 a la Loi relative a la réglementation des contributions étrangéres interdisent aux
grandes organisations non gouvernementales (ONG) de transférer a des ONG locales des fonds obtenus auprées de
donateurs étrangers?®.

Les Regles de 2020 afférentes aux technologies de I'information (Directives intermédiaires et Code de déontologie
des médias numériques), adoptées sans consultation publique adéquate et en dépit des procédures en instance
devant plusieurs tribunaux, restreignent de maniére abusive le droit a la liberté d’expression, violent le droit a la vie
privée en permettant la censure des réseaux sociaux, des services par contournement et d’autres plateformes
numériques, et facilitent la surveillance illégale par les autorités®’.

En Inde, les institutions ceuvrant en faveur des droits humains aux niveaux fédéral et local poursuivent leurs activités
avec des mandats réduits, des pouvoirs limités et parfois des capacités et des ressources restreintes'®. La Commission

nationale des droits humains (CNDH) est empéchée d’enquéter sur des violations des droits humains commises par
des membres des forces armées. La présidence de plusieurs commissions des droits humains locales est toujours
vacante. Une modification apportée en 2019 a la Loi relative a la protection des droits humains expose encore
davantage la CNDH aux ingérences politiques, ce qui contrevient aux Principes de Paris®®.

Depuis le dernier examen, le gouvernement a accueilli le rapporteur spécial des Nations unies sur les droits a I'eau et
a l'assainissement® et accepté la demande de visite adressée par le rapporteur spécial sur les droits de 'homme et
I’environnement, mais n’a toujours pas répondu favorablement a 25 demandes de visites dont certaines datent de
prés de 30 ans, comme celle du rapporteur spécial sur la torture?!.

SITUATION EN MATIERE DE DROITS HUMAINS SUR LE TERRAIN

Des restrictions illégales et motivées par des considérations politiques continuent de peser sur la liberté d’expression
et de réunion. Des médias indépendants, des journalistes et des militant-e-s des droits humains font I'objet de
menaces et d’actes d’intimidation a travers une utilisation abusive de lois financieres excessivement générales et la
censure de reportages critiques du pouvoir??. Dans la région de Jammu-et-Cachemire, des journalistes ont été
physiquement agressés par la police?.

Le gouvernement continue d’utiliser des dispositions juridiques pour limiter de maniéere abusive les manifestations
pacifiques. Des manifestant-e:s pacifiques ont été inculpés d’infractions au titre de la Loi relative a la prévention des
activités illégales et du Code pénal indien?*, notamment d’atteinte au sentiment religieux? et de discours haineux?®.
Les manifestant-e-s se sont également heurtés a I'utilisation d’'une force excessive de la part de la police et a des
violences commises par des acteurs non étatiques?’.

Aprés avoir révoqué I'autonomie de I'Etat de Jammu-et-Cachemire, pourtant garantie par la Constitution du pays, le
gouvernement indien a ordonné un blocage des communications dans toute la région?®. Il a également coupé 'accés
a Internet et & des réseaux sociaux tels que Facebook, Twitter et WhatsApp dans d’autres Etats, dans le but de
perturber les manifestations?. La répression de I'opposition dans la région de Jammu-et-Cachemire s’est intensifiée
au moyen d’une nouvelle politique relative aux médias, congcue pour mettre en avant la parole du gouvernement au
détriment du journalisme indépendant®.

Lors du confinement national instauré dans le cadre de la pandémie de COVID-19, plus de 50 journalistes ont été
arrétés ou inculpés en vertu de la législation d’exception pour « désinformation » et diffusion de « fausses
informations » 3.,

Le gouvernement indien continue d’utiliser la Loi relative a la réglementation des contributions étrangeres pour
réduire au silence les ONG. Depuis le dernier examen de I'Inde, 6 683 ONG ont vu I'annulation des autorisations
d’exercer qui leur avaient été délivrées aux termes de cette loi*2. Les autorisations de nombreuses organisations et
d’établissements universitaires de premier plan, dont Oxfam Inde, n’ont pas été renouvelées33. En 2019, Amnesty
International Inde a d{l cesser ses activités aprés que I'Etat eut gelé ses comptes bancaires sans préavis3*.

Défenseur-e's des droits humains

Les défenseur-e-s des droits humains continuent de subir des menaces, des actes d’intimidation et de harcelement,
ainsi que des agressions de la part d’acteurs étatiques et non étatiques, qui agissent en toute impunité®. Des
défenseur-e:s des droits humains sont régulierement harcelés dans le cadre de procédures pénales engagées contre
eux pour des raisons politiques, et les journalistes sont contraints de travailler dans des conditions dangereuses.

Seize militant-e-s des droits humains réclamant justice pour des atteintes présumées aux droits des dalits et des
adivasis ont été arrétés entre 2018 et 2021 par I’Agence nationale d’enquétes, le principal organe indien de lutte
contre le terrorisme, sur la base d’accusations fallacieuses liées au terrorisme?’.

Discrimination ethnique et fondée sur la caste

Des crimes inspirés par la haine, notamment des violences a I'égard des dalits, des adivasis et de minorités
religieuses, ont été perpétrés en toute impunité. Plus de 50 000 crimes et délits contre des membres des castes
répertoriées® et plus de 8 000 contre des membres des tribus répertoriées3 ont été signalés en 2020%°.
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23. EnInde, les personnes en détention provisoire constituent les deux tiers de la population carcérale, et les dalits, les

adivasis et les musulmans y sont surreprésentés®.

Des membres des castes dominantes continuent de recourir a la violence, y compris sexuelle, pour punir, humilier et
affirmer leur pouvoir sur les femmes et les filles dalits et adivasis*.

Droits a la santé, au travail et a la sécurité sociale

La gestion de la pandémie de COVID-19 par le gouvernement indien a mis au jour les faiblesses du systeme public de
santé®, Les agent-e-s de santé locaux ont été contraints de travailler de longues heures dans des conditions
déplorables, au péril de leur santé, et n’ont recu ni compensation adéquate ni équipement de protection®.

Depuis mai 2020, de nombreux Etats ont suspendu les garanties juridiques dont bénéficiaient normalement les
travailleuses et travailleurs, comme la réglementation des heures de travail et le droit de se syndiquer®.

L'information erronée selon laquelle les musulmans seraient responsables de I'épidémie de COVID-19 a eu pour effet
de priver ces personnes de soins de santé®. D’autres populations marginalisées comme les migrant-e-s%, les
personnes LGBTI*, les dalits et les adivasis*® ont été exclues des dispositifs d’aide financés par le gouvernement.

Les autorités ont créé le fonds PM CARES pour financer les interventions dans les situations d’urgence, y compris la
pandémie de COVID-19. Ce fonds a permis de collecter de fortes sommes aupreés de citoyen-ne-s et d’entreprises mais
n’est toujours pas soumis a une surveillance indépendante, en dépit des dispositions de la Loi sur le droit a
I'information, entre autres*.

Droit a la vie privée

La surveillance et I'interception de communications privées par le gouvernement sont un sujet d’inquiétude. En juillet
2020, le projet Pegasus, une initiative internationale d’enquéte journalistique, a mis en lumiére la surveillance illégale
dont ont fait I'objet des citoyen-ne-s indiens au moyen du logiciel espion Pegasus, déployé, semble-t-il, par les
autorités®?.

La technologie de reconnaissance faciale a été utilisée par les autorités pour faire respecter les mesures de
confinement dans le cadre de la pandémie de COVID-19, identifier les électeurs lors des élections municipales et
maintenir 'ordre lors de manifestations, en I'absence de loi adaptée sur la protection des données®?.

Violences religieuses

En I'absence de prévention de la part des autorités, des violences religieuses ont eu lieu dans tout le pays. Sous le
gouvernement du Parti du peuple indien Bharatiya Janata, les crimes motivés par la haine contre les musulmans et
d’autres minorités ont augmenté. De nombreux hommes ont été lynchés et d’autres ont été blessés par des groupes
autoproclamés de protection des vaches®3. Bien qu'’il lui ait été demandé d’enregistrer les crimes motivés par la haine
au niveau national, le gouvernement ne les inclut pas dans ses statistiques annuelles sur la criminalité.

En 2020, dans le contexte de violences religieuses entre membres des communautés hindoue et musulmane
survenues a Delhi, plus de 53 personnes ont été tuées et des centaines ont été déplacées, majoritairement des
musulman-e-s>*.

Les autorités n’ont montré aucun empressement a traduire en justice les membres de la police et les responsables
politiques soupgonnés d’avoir participé a des attaques de grande ampleur contre des minorités religieuses.

Le gouvernement fédéral et de nombreux Etats ont adopté des lois érigeant en infraction les mariages
interconfessionnels consentis, le transfert de propriété entre personnes de confessions différentes, et la détention de
viande bovine®®. Des responsables politiques de divers partis, et particulierement du Bharatiya Janata, ont attisé les
tensions religieuses en justifiant la discrimination et en appelant dans leurs discours a la haine et a la violence contre
les musulmans®e.

Des personnes chrétiennes ou musulmanes sont sans cesse accusées d’avoir illégalement converti des gens a leur
religion®’.

Privation arbitraire de nationalité

Les autorités de I'Etat de I’Assam ont publié le Registre national des citoyens, dont presque deux millions de
personnes ont été exclues et risquent donc d’étre placées en détention et de devenir apatrides. Leur seul recours
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disponible contre I'apatridie est un organe quasi judiciaire, dont les procédures sont arbitraires et les décisions
discriminatoires®®.

Droits des peuples autochtones

Des milliers de personnes, en particulier des adivasis, sont toujours susceptibles d’étre expulsées de leurs logements
et de leurs terres au bénéfice de grands projets industriels.

Les lois nationales ne reconnaissent pas pleinement les droits des adivasis en matiére de consentement préalable,
donné librement et en connaissance de cause, sur les décisions qui concernent leur vie, notamment |'utilisation de
leurs terres, de leurs territoires ou de leurs ressources naturelles®.

Statuant sur une requéte introduite par des groupes de protection de la nature, la Cour supréme a ordonné en 2019
I'expulsion de toutes les personnes habitant dans des foréts en Inde, apres que leurs demandes de conserver leur
habitat traditionnel eurent été rejetées par les Etats, qui les estimaient infondées au titre de la loi relative aux droits
des personnes vivant traditionnellement en forét. D’apres le ministere des Affaires tribales, pres de deux millions de
familles sont menacées d’expulsion®.

Droits des femmes

La discrimination et les violences faites aux femmes et aux filles sont omniprésentes. En 2020, plus de

371 503 affaires de violence contre des femmes, dont plus de 28 046 viols, ont été recensées®’. Ces chiffres sont
probablement sous-estimés, car la stigmatisation et la discrimination de la part de la police dissuadent les femmes de
signaler les violences fondées sur le genre. Le gouvernement indien a refusé d’ériger en infraction le viol conjugal car,
selon ses termes, cela risquerait de « déstabiliser I'institution du mariage »%2.

Les femmes continuent de subir des violences sexuelles et domestiques, notamment de la part de leur mari ou
d’autres membres de leur famille, ou du harcelement sexuel sur leur lieu de travail, tandis que les auteurs jouissent
toujours de I'impunité®.

L’Etat du Karnataka a décidé d’interdire le port du voile (hijab) dans les écoles, ce qui a entrainé une vague de
harcélement a I'encontre des musulmanes dans le pays®*.

Ratifier la Convention contre la torture et autres peines ou traitements cruels, inhumains ou dégradants, que I'Inde a
signée en 1997 et s’est engagée a ratifier lors de I'examen de 2017, et faire en sorte que la législation nationale
définisse la torture conformément aux normes internationales.

Ratifier la Convention n° 169 de I’Organisation internationale du travail relative aux peuples indigénes et tribaux, et la
Convention n°® 189 de I'OIT sur les travailleuses et travailleurs domestiques.

Approuver le projet de principes et de lignes directrices des Nations unies sur I'élimination effective de la
discrimination fondée sur I'emploi et I'ascendance.

Restreindre I'application de la peine de mort aux « crimes les plus graves », c’est-a-dire a I’homicide volontaire, et
mettre en place un moratoire officiel sur les exécutions a titre de premiere étape vers I'abolition de ce chatiment.

Modifier la Loi relative a la protection des droits humains en vue d’élargir I'autorité des commissions nationale et
locales des droits humains pour renforcer leur travail de promotion des droits fondamentaux et faire en sorte qu’elles
disposent du personnel et des ressources nécessaires et soient préservées de toute ingérence politique.

Renforcer la coopération avec les procédures spéciales des Nations unies et répondre positivement, sans plus tarder,
aux requétes formulées par les procédures spéciales de se rendre en Inde, notamment a celles du Groupe de travail
sur les disparitions forcées ou involontaires et des rapporteurs et rapporteuses spéciaux sur la torture, sur les droits
des peuples autochtones, sur le droit a la liberté d’expression, et sur les droits a la liberté de réunion et d’association.

Supprimer ou modifier les articles 124A, 295A, 298, 153A et 505 du Code pénal indien et les dispositions d’autres lois
qui restreignent de fagon abusive le droit a la liberté d'expression, comme la Loi relative a la prévention des activités
illégales.

Veiller a ce que le recours aux technologies de surveillance, comme la reconnaissance faciale, respecte le droit a la vie
privée et soit soumis a la supervision et a 'examen de I'autorité judiciaire.

Cesser de ralentir ou de bloquer la connexion a Internet et I'accés aux réseaux sociaux, ce qui constitue une
restriction excessive et disproportionnée du droit a la liberté d’expression.

Cesser de museler la presse par l'intermédiaire de stratégies d’intimidation financiére et libérer immédiatement les
journalistes arrétés pour avoir informé la population sur des sujets sensibles dans tout le pays.

Retirer la nouvelle politique relative aux médias dans la région de Jammu-et-Cachemire.

Libérer immédiatement et sans condition toutes les personnes détenues uniquement pour avoir exercé
pacifiquement leurs droits a la liberté d’expression, d’association et de réunion, et abandonner toutes les poursuites
engagées contre elles.

Diligenter sans délai des enquétes approfondies, indépendantes et impartiales sur les menaces, les actes
d’intimidation et les agressions visant des défenseur-e:s des droits humains.

Abroger la Loi relative a la réglementation des contributions étrangéres et garantir le droit a la liberté d’association,
qui comprend la capacité pour les organisations de la société civile de bénéficier de financements étrangers.

Promulguer une nouvelle loi pour prévenir les violences religieuses collectives et ciblées et pour y répondre, en
intégrant les principes internationaux relatifs aux droits humains concernant la hiérarchie et la chaine de
commandement, les recours et les réparations.

Prendre des mesures pour traduire en justice, dans le cadre de proces équitables et sans recourir a la peine de mort,
les responsables présumés —y compris les personnalités politiques, membres de la police ou représentant-e-s du
gouvernement — de violations des droits humains perpétrées par le passé lors de violences de grande ampleur contre
des membres de minorités religieuses.
